January 9, 2010
Voting Members Present:  Paula Printup-Porter, Susan Bohl, Annette Meyers, Kayla Jackson, Paula Green, Norma Goff, Carrie Rohr, Jeanette Williams, Bill Winters, Joyce Sumner, Sheree Chamberlain, Judy Dennis and Janet Newton.  Absent: Cynthia Shackelford.  A quorum existed.

Call to Order:

President Printup-Porter called the 2010 Board Planning meeting to order at 9:35 a.m.  The meeting was held at the Italiano’s Restaurant in Oklahoma City.  Ms. Printup-Porter handed out our new 2010 OSCPM books which included her welcome letter, the dates of next year’s meetings and events, past officers, committee chairs, “Certified Public Manager of the Year” recipients, “Rookie of the Year” recipients, our Standard Operating Procedures and our Constitution and Bylaws.
Reading and Approval of the Minutes:

The minutes from the December 4, 2009 meeting were reviewed. The following corrections were made: In the “Annual Conference and Programs Committee” section, the second sentence was changed to “The meeting was held at the Crowne Plaza Hotel in Oklahoma City”;  in the “Standing and Ad Hoc Committee Reports and Budget” section, the sentence was changed to “The 2009 Annual Conference profit should be about $4000”; in the “Awards” section,  second paragraph, the first sentence was changed to “Joyce Smith recommended that the proclamation for CPM of the Year’s Day be changed to the day following the banquet rather than the day of the banquet”; in the “New Business/Other Business and Announcements” section, the first sentence was changed to “We have received the information for 23 kids” and the first sentence of the second paragraph was changed to “Paula Green made a motion to donate $37 to the Angel Tree Project”’;  in the next to last paragraph, the sentence was changed to “Dru Bradford reported receiving another 33 phones for cell phones for soldiers bringing the total cell phones received this year to 143”.  Janet Newton made a motion to approve the minutes with corrections, Bill Winters seconded and the motion passed.

Reading and Approval of the Treasurer Report:

Members reviewed Paula Green’s January 2010 treasurer’s report.  She provided balances for our savings, checking and money market accounts.  Kayla Jackson made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, Annette Meyers seconded and the motion passed. 
Paula Green asked if our treasurer’s reports could be archived since the books are getting large and cumbersome.  Joyce Sumner volunteered to scan our past reports and place them on computer discs.  Joyce Smith called an IRS auditor and found out that we must keep paper copies of our last 3 years’ reports.  Several members suggested that we make more than one copy, that we place one copy in a safety deposit box or other safe place and that we make the disc on a common PDF file.   Norma Goff made a motion to allow Joyce Sumner to begin scanning our past treasurer’s reports to discs, Debbie Smith seconded and the motion passed.
Ms. Green submitted a budget of $4055 which will include our AACPM dues ($3000), safety deposit box fee ($25), AACPM Annual Assessment ($100), web page payment ($100), storage building rental ($450) and bond expense ($250).  Janet Newton made a motion to approve her budget request, Annette Meyers seconded and the motion passed.

Standing and Ad Hoc Committee Reports/Budget Requests:

Angel Tree Project:  Sheree Chamberlain said her committee had a successful project for 2009.  They served five families and 23 children.  She is hopeful to serve more children next year.  She asked if any members knew of any other outlets for giving.  Carrie Rohr mentioned donating old conference bags to shelters and David Brown passes along our hotel shampoos and soap bars to those in need.  No budget was requested as this money comes from our silent auction proceeds.
Awards:  David Brown was not present at the meeting however he submitted his budget to Ms. Printup-Porter.  He requested $550.  Sheree Chamberlain made a motion to approve the Awards budget, Paula Green seconded and the motion passed. 

CPM Program Liaison:  Lisa Fortier was not present and did not send a report for the members.

Elections Committee:  Annette Meyers requested $185 which is slightly more than last year.  This includes $65 for supplies and $120 for postage.  She hopes more members will run for offices next year and she anticipates postage rates may increase.  Carrie Rohr made a motion to approve the Elections Committee budget request, Judy Dennis seconded it and the motion passed.  

Finance:  Anetta Cooper was not present and did not send a report or budget. 

Historian:  Billy Trask was not present and did not send a report or budget.
L3 Series:  Norma Goff and Mary Brewington submitted a $150 budget.  This will be for three $50 gift cards to give to the speakers.  Lisa Fortier will present all three programs.  Our first presentation will be in March. She will present Franklin Covey’s Personal Victory Habits.  Joyce Sumner made a motion to approve the L3 Series budget request, Jeanette Williams seconded and the motion passed.
Membership:  Rachel Herbert stated we have 76 members so far this year with nine of those being new.   She requested a budget of $350 for postage and supplies.  Susan Bohl made a motion to approve the Membership budget request, Joyce Sumner seconded and the motion passed.  
Membership Outreach:  Stella Church asked if members knew of anyone who needed a card sent.  No one did at this time.  Her committee requested a budget of $50.  Susan Bohl made a motion to approve the Membership Outreach budget request, Joyce Sumner seconded and the motion passed.  Mary Brewington asked if something could be added to our web page that would direct members how to contact their committee when they have life events, especially promotions.  Paula Printup-Porter and Joyce Sumner are meeting later with Chuck Wilson who manages our web page so they will discuss this with him.
Public Relations:  Joyce Sumner agreed to assist the PR Committee Chair, Sherry Ehrhart.  They requested a budget of $2300.  This includes $150 for the 2010 Conference, $850 for the MS Walk (candy, promotional items, decorations and contingent match for up to ten walkers), $100 for Team Day and $1200 for updates to our web page.  Bill Winters made a motion to approve the PR Committee budget request, Judy Dennis seconded and the motion passed.
Several members discussed the importance of having updated OSCPM news on our web site.  Paula Printup-Porter said we may not have a newsletter format this year but she would like to post information such as past minutes, photos of our events, member recognition, etc. on our web page.   Mary Brewington volunteered to take pictures of our events.  Debbie Smith stated our Publications Committee is a standing committee and she thinks it is an important committee.  She recommended that someone chair this committee again this year and recommended that this committee have oversight of the news that is placed on our web site.   Paula Printup-Porter and Joyce Sumner will discuss our web page content and access during their meeting with Mr. Wilson.  She asked members to send her suggestions regarding our web page and she will report back at our next meeting.  

Silent Auction:  Stella Church sent an email requesting that members bring unwanted Christmas gifts to this meeting to be used in the silent auction.  She stated she really needs assistance from our membership to collect items for our silent auction.  She also sent a letter to be used to take to businesses to request donations.  She said right now Hallmark is a great place to seek donations as they are willing to donate Christmas items.  She plans to have themed baskets again this year.  Some of the basket themes mentioned were casino, games, dog, military (to include the flag that David Brown donated that was flown in Afghanistan against the War on Terror), interior design and spa items.   Annette Meyers is providing an autographed OU football and Susan Bohl is providing a Girl Scout basket. Stella asked that members bring spa basket items to our next meeting.  She will accept basket donations as well.    She submitted a budget request of $500 to purchase baskets and cellophane.   Norma Goff made a motion to approve the silent auction budget request, Bill Winters seconded and the motion passed.
Following a continental breakfast break, Ms. Printup-Porter welcomed the members to the meeting.  Each member introduced themselves and told some personal information such as their job titles, the year they graduated from OSCPM, the roles they have had in OSCPM, etc.  

Program Committee:  Dru Bradford stated her committee will be meeting with the 2010 AACPM Conference Planning Committee following this meeting today. She asked if anyone could provide a centerpiece for our next OSCPM Graduation on September 9 and Stella Church volunteered to provide one.  
2010 AACPM Conference Committee:  Debbie Smith provided the members with their progress and updates after our meeting adjourned.  Annette Meyers ask for volunteers to assist with her Entertainment Committee. Rachel Herbert’s minutes from their meeting is attached. 
New Business/Other Business and Announcements:

Mary Brewington commented about how well our 12-22-09 electronic voting went.  
Stella Church recommended that next year a committee of Past Presidents and other members meet in November with the newly elected President to discuss any issues that may have arisen throughout the year and to pass along their expertise and knowledge.  She feels that it is very important that our members are held accountable and that they are knowledgeable of our procedures and bylaws. 
Sheree Chamberlain made a motion to create this committee, Judy Dennis seconded and the motion passed.

Joyce Smith requested additional money to assist in purchasing meals for the AACPM Board when they are in Oklahoma January 25 and 26th.  She requested a total of $300.  Judy Dennis made a motion to approve this amount, Paula Printup-Porter seconded and the motion passed.  Joyce Smith invited members to have lunch with them on January 26.  OSCPM members would be responsible for purchasing their own lunches and would need to RSVP to Joyce.  Joyce encouraged members to become involved in AACPM Committees.  She stated much of the work is done through teleconferencing, instant messaging and emails.  She would like to have an Oklahoman on each AACPM Committee.  She had sent out an email last month to the members which listed the duties of each AACPM Committee.  

Dru Bradford announced she is still collecting cell phones for soldiers and she now has a collection box at the State Capitol.  She reminded members to contact her if they wish to have collection boxes in their offices.
Meeting adjourned at 11:20 a.m.
