February 10, 2010

Call to Order:

President Printup-Porter called the 2010 Board meeting to order at 11:45 a.m.  The meeting was held at the Italiano’s Restaurant in Oklahoma City.  Ms. Printup-Porter welcomed our member, Debbie Moneypenny who was attending her first meeting. 
Reading and Approval of the Minutes:

The minutes from the January 9, 2010 meeting were reviewed.  Annette Meyers made a motion to approve the minutes as written, Judy Dennis seconded and the motion passed.

Reading and Approval of the Treasurer Report:

Paula Green presented the OSCPM February 2010 treasurer’s report.  She provided balances for our savings, checking and money market accounts.  Joyce Sumner made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, Janet Newton seconded and the motion passed. 
Standing and Ad Hoc Committee Reports/Budget Requests:

Angel Tree Project:  Sheree Chamberlain said her committee did not have anything new to report.
Awards:  David Brown stated all of our awards from last year have been handed out. 

CPM Program Liaison:  Lisa Fortier was not present and did not send a report for the members.

Elections Committee:  Annette Meyers said her committee did not have anything to report.
Finance:  Anetta Cooper was not present and did not send a report. 

Historian:  Billy Trask was not present and did not send a report.
L3 Series:  Paula Printup-Porter announced we will have our first 2010 L3 next month.  Lisa Fortier will present Steven Covey’s Habit 1: Be Proactive.  We will have our March 10 Board Meeting at 10:30 and begin the L3 at 11:45.   
Membership:  Rachel Herbert stated we have 79 members so far this year with nine of those being new.   
Membership Outreach:  Stella Church stated cards were sent to Joyce Sumner, Barbara Taft and Carrie Rohr last month.  She asked members to let her know if cards need to be sent. 
Program Committee:  Dru Bradford stated her committee met with representatives from the Renaissance Hotel and will have another meeting this Friday.  Paula stated they gave us several proposals and confirmed our Conference and Annual Meeting dates.  She said they have not seen the price lists for food.  Some of the questions they thought to ask were about parking, Wi-Fi access, etc.  however if you think of other questions, Paula asked that you let her know. 

Dru stated that for our next Annual Awards Banquet she would like for us to have 100 members/guests in attendance.
Publications Committee:  Joyce Sumner stated our web site has been updated to include February’s Board meeting agenda and our January 9, 2010 minutes will be added now that they have been approved.  Paula Printup-Porter stated our front page has been updated as well.  The committee plans to set up another meeting with Chuck Wilson to update our page further.

Public Relations:  Sherry Ehrhart sent around a sign up sheet for members who are interested in helping with our next OETA telethon which will probably be March 19.  She stated OETA was one of the top donators to our State Charitable Campaign.   
She said our MS Walk will be May 1 at the zoo.  Joyce Sumner stated anyone who is interested in helping needs to register online like we did last year.  Our team name is “OSCPM 2010” and our password is “WELCOME”.  Our theme will be “Pirates of the Caribbean” and OSCPM has agreed to match up to $75 for up to 10 members who volunteer as walkers. 
Sherry stated OSCPM will have an informational booth set up during the Partner Conference on March 4-5 at the Clarion.  If anyone is interested in helping with this, let Sherry know.
Silent Auction:  Stella Church thanked David Brown for suggesting she bring an example basket to each board meeting.  For this meeting she brought an example of a Christmas themed basket.   She reminded members that Hallmark and Walgreens stores will be having sales for their Valentine’s Day items after Valentines Day so this would be a good time to go to those stores asking for donations.  She is creating a cooking basket and has included a Paula Dean candle and cookbook so far.  Paula Printup-Porter gave each member who brought items for our silent auction free non-alcoholic drink tickets for today.

Standard Operating Procedures Committee:  Susan Bohl stated she did not have anything to report.    
2010 AACPM Conference Committee:  Joyce Smith stated their committee has 8 speakers confirmed.  She stated the Conference PR/Marketing Committee has provided information for two AACPM newsletters and they are working with AACPM to develop on-line registration.  They plan to send out “save the date” emails and regular mailings around April 22 which will have an Oklahoma Land Run theme.   Joyce stated they will have ten to fifteen vendor tables in the open area of the hotel and possibly have a break out room for our silent auction items.

She said she believes we will not have any difficulty meeting our meal and room requirements with the hotel.    Our goal is to reserve 343 room nights and have 400 in attendance.  Our room count was lowered by 10% since we agreed to hold our December meeting and Awards Banquet there.  The committee is still negotiating room rates.  Cynthia Shackelford asked if this conference will be approved for CPO credits and Joyce stated they are still working on that.  She said Kathy Cox is now responsible for approving those.  Kathy is recommending credits be given to more purchase- orientated conferences and she would like CPO’s to pay for their own training.  Joyce suggested that our members who are CPO’s call her to make their requests known.   Joyce stated supervisors will be allowed to count our conference as part of their mandatory supervisors’ training hours.     
Stella Church stated she is concerned that State employees will be asked to pay for their own conference fees this year which may affect our attendance.  She said she can probably get Integris staff to attend our conference.

Susan Bohl asked if non-profit agencies will be invited to attend and Stella stated they would.  Stella also stated the committee will be contacting Tribal members to invite them as well.

Joyce Smith expressed her appreciation for the great job Debbie Smith and this committee has been doing to negotiate speaker fees.  She said they have already saved OSCPM thousands of dollars.  Debbie Smith reminded members that more volunteers will be needed as the conference date draws nearer.
Delphine Hill stated she will ask DHS Data Services for assistance with our conference printing needs.
New Business/Other Business and Announcements:

David Brown expressed his appreciation for how quickly our members responded to the request to provide hotel toiletries for the Haiti earthquake victims.  OSCPM joined the Colcord Hotel's "Clean the World" project to provide hygiene products to the disaster victims in Haiti.
Joyce Smith asked members to contact her if interested in assisting with Quality OK Team Day at the Capitol on May 6.  She has two shifts available, 8:00 a.m. to noon and noon to 4:00 p.m.  She said the Selection Committee also needs volunteers.

Joyce refunded $104.27 to OSCPM since she did not use all of the money given to her to purchase AACPM Board members lunches during their last visit to Oklahoma.  She stated they really appreciated our generosity.  

She stated AmeriServe provided the lunches which were really nice and if anyone needs them for future catering their contact person is Rhonda.

Joyce said David Brown and she are going to the Texas state conference on the 15th to assist their CPM chapter.  

Dru Bradford announced she is still collecting cell phones for soldiers.  She reminded members to contact her if they wish to have collection boxes in their offices.
