Call to Order:

President Printup-Porter called the Board meeting to order at 10:35 a.m. The meeting was held at the Italiano’s Restaurant in Oklahoma City.  
Reading and Approval of the Minutes:

The minutes from the April 14, 2010 meeting were reviewed.  Norma Goff made a motion to approve the minutes as written, Janet Newton seconded and the motion passed.

Reading and Approval of the Treasurer Report:

Paula Green presented the OSCPM May 2010 treasurer’s report.  She provided balances for our savings, checking and money market accounts.  Joyce Sumner made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, Bill Winters seconded and the motion passed. 

Standing Reports:
Angel Tree Project:  Sheree Chamberlain stated she did not have anything new to report.
Awards:  David Brown was not in attendance but he sent a report that the Traveling President trophy is missing. David believes that he knows where it is and he plans to work at getting it to the next meeting. 
CPM Program Liaison:  Lisa Fortier stated she did not have anything new to report.

Elections Committee:  Annette Meyers was not present but she reported earlier to Paula Printup-Porter that her committee did not have anything new to report.
Finance:  Anetta Cooper was not present and did not send a report. 
Historian:  Billy Trask was not present.  He sent a report indicating he is in the process of sending the MS Walk photos for loading to our new website gallery.
L3 Series:  Norma Goff stated that Lisa Fortier will present our second 2010 L3 following our meeting today.   She apologized for not sending out a reminder flyer.  She said our next L3 will be August 11 and that she needs ideas for next year.  

Membership:  Rachel Herbert stated we have 85 members with 11 of those being new.
Membership Outreach:  Mary Brewington stated Carrie Rohr was scheduled for surgery yesterday at Mercy Hospital and her committee will send flowers.  Joyce Sumner presented the idea of checking with the hospital flower shop because they usually do not charge a delivery fee.   

Several members agreed their budget of $140 is too low if they will be purchasing more flowers due to the high costs of flowers.  Mary stated her committee will submit an additional budget request if they run out of money.  
Program Committee:  Dru Bradford stated she has met with the Renaissance Hotel staff.  She stated the price ranges she has been given for our Christmas Banquet food, drinks, audio connections, parking fees, service charges and taxes are more than her $3,500 budget will allow.  She stated she may be requesting additional money for her budget.  She said she looked at our banquet room and it is very sterile and is not in the hotel but is located in the Cox Convention Center.  She said the hotel will provide centerpieces but we are not going to have the option of selecting what they will be.  She said we are not having a DJ or dance this year since in past years most members did not stay for the dance.  Mary Brewington suggested we rent a Karaoke machine.  Joyce Sumner stated she has rented one in the past and they are inexpensive.  Mary said they may rent one for our AACPM Conference also as a cost saver. Dru also stated we will be charged $6.00 for parking but she will try to negotiate that price. Cynde Shackelford offered to assist with price negotiations.  Cynde said she is concerned that we will have low attendance due to the parking fee and the location and this is more concerning since we are obligated to have our banquet there next year too.  
Publications Committee:  Joyce Sumner stated our web site went live.  She said she hasn’t been able to make any updates because she has been so busy at work but she hopes to in the next couple of weeks.   She requested information from our Quality OK Team Day and other news articles.  She hopes that our AACPM Conference registration link will be ready by May 19.  
Public Relations:  Sherry Ehrhart announced that our MS Walk at the zoo was a huge success and she had so many volunteers to assist with our refreshment booth that she finally started asking members if they would walk.  She said they had an estimated 2000 walkers.  Joyce stated members had fun being pirates and she will try to get some pictures sent out to members.
Sherry said Quality Team Day was May 6 and there were at least two other events at the Capitol that day so it was a huge event.  She said she spoke to a lady from the Department of Rehabilitation Services who said they send their staff to Texas for management training.  After Sherry spoke to her about OSCPM, she stated she was definitely interested in our program.  Sherry stated she has a couple of conferences (a Volunteer Conference and a Safety Conference) coming up and she plans to provide OSCPM information to the attendees.  She said if members knew of other conferences let her know.
Silent Auction:  Stella was not present but she had emailed members to bring OU and OSU items to today’s meeting.  Joyce Sumner, Sheree Chamberlain and Janet Newton stated they have baskets to donate.   Members were asked to bring more OU and OSU items as well as golf items to next month’s meeting.

Standard Operating Procedures Committee:  Susan Bohl was not present and did not send a report.    

2010 AACPM Conference Committee:  Joyce Smith stated she registered for the conference yesterday but was not sure if her information was recorded.  She said they are having a Program Planning committee meeting next Monday at 4:00.

New Business/Other Business and Announcements:

Lisa announced that Carrie’s surgery went well yesterday and she is back home today.

Joyce Sumner asked if OSCPM purchases were tax exempt and Bill Winters stated they are not.

Mary Brewington stated she and Joyce Sumner checked into a 24” X 6’ (or 7’) banner at Impressions Printing Co.  She said it costs $550 and is tall and thin and comes with its own case.  Lisa recommended that they make sure the back bar folds or bends for easy loading.  Mary stated they plan to put the OSCPM and AACPM emblems on it along with our Goals and pictures.  Cynde expressed a concern that adding pictures might date it.  Paula Green suggested that we wait to vote on purchasing it until we find out what our financial obligations will be from the National Conference.   Cynde agreed that we should wait to see the registration numbers.       
Members agreed and this was tabled.

Lisa Fortier presented the L3 program, “Habit 2: Begin With the End in Mind” by Franklin Covey following the meeting.
