Call to Order:

President Printup-Porter called the 2010 Board meeting to order at 10:30 a.m.  The meeting was held at the Italiano’s Restaurant in Oklahoma City.  Ms. Printup-Porter introduced her intern Tyler Roberts to the members. 
Standing Reports:

Membership Outreach:  Stella Church reported first as she needed to leave the meeting early. She stated her committee sent a sympathy card to Mary Brewington for the loss of her brother.  She reminded members to notify her if cards need to be sent.  Members suggested Judy Dennis as her husband’s cousin’s wife passed away. 
Norma Goff stated this committee will present a budget request on a later date.  Joyce Sumner said she would add a budget request form to our webpage.  Paula Printup-Porter read a thank you card that was sent to the membership from Mary and John Brewington.

Silent Auction:  Stella stated Patty’s Hallmark has not been very receptive so members probably should not go to that store to request donations.  She said J’s Hallmark has been great.  She stated she has items for a home interior basket and a dog basket is almost full.  She said Walgreen’s donated several make-up supplies.  She asked members for big basket donations and to bring Easter and Cat items to next month’s meeting. She also asked for more volunteers to assist with gathering items and basket ideas for our silent auction.  She said if any member knows a restaurant owner/manager who would donate gift cards that would be great too. 
Reading and Approval of the Treasurer Report:

Paula Green presented the OSCPM March 2010 treasurer’s report.  She provided balances for our savings, checking and money market accounts.  She stated she stopped payment on two checks from January that the Crowne Plaza did not ever receive and she has reissued those checks. Joyce Sumner made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, Bill Winters seconded and the motion passed. 

Reading and Approval of the Minutes:

The minutes from the February 10, 2010 meeting were reviewed.  Norma Goff made a motion to approve the minutes as written, Janet Newton seconded and the motion passed.

Angel Tree Project:  Sheree Chamberlain said her committee did not have anything new to report.
Awards:  David Brown was not in attendance and he did not send a report. 

CPM Program Liaison:  Lisa Fortier was not present and did not send a report.

Elections Committee:  Annette Meyers said her committee did not have anything to report.
Finance:  Anetta Cooper was not present and did not send a report. 

Historian:  Billy Trask was not present but he did send a budget request of $100.  Annette Meyers made a motion to approve his budget request, Bill Winters seconded and the motion passed.
L3 Series:  Norma Goff announced that Lisa Fortier will present our first 2010 L3 today following our meeting.  She stated last year we gave our guest speakers $50 gift cards.  She asked what our members suggested we do for Lisa Fortier.  Members suggested that Mary Brewington and Norma Goff select a gift for her, preferably something to do with OU.  Norma asked members to give her any suggestions they may have for next year’s topics. Joyce Sumner suggested “Mediation”. 
Membership:  Rachel Herbert was not present and did not send a report.
Program Committee:  Dru Bradford stated the reservation process for the State Capitol changed last year to a web based system so we did not get the Rotunda reserved for our next CPM Graduation.  She said she reserved the North Plaza which is outside.  Members concerns were if it rained or was too hot on that day but it was decided to go ahead and plan to have it outside.  Dru said Capitol staff will set up tables for us.  She suggested that we serve cookies and lemonade.  She stated she will reserve the Rotunda now for our 2011 graduation.
Publications Committee:  Joyce Sumner stated our web site is still being updated. She asked if members wanted our annual report on our website.  Members suggested that we add our annual report but without the financial information.  Joyce Sumner suggested we create OSCPM brochures without officers’ names, similar to the AACPM brochures.  Then, we could place inserts in them from year to year to list the officers and dates of our functions.  Debbie volunteered to assist with this.
Public Relations:  Sherry Ehrhart handed out information to those who volunteered for the OETA telethon set for March 19 from 5:45 to 10:30 p.m.  She stated they will provide food and asked that members wear their OSCPM shirts.  
Sherry said we had a display table at the Partner Conference on March 4 and 5.  She gave members some candy with our AACPM/OSCPM Conference information attached that she handed out at that conference.  She asked members for suggestions how her committee can get OSCPM information to more people.  She asked if members knew of other conferences we could attend and set up a display table and/or add information to their conference bags.  
Norma Goff asked if any members had a contact person with the local papers.  She suggested putting articles about our OSCPM events in local papers such as our OETA Telethon and the MS Walk at the zoo.  
Sherry announced that our MS Walk at the zoo will be May 1 and members will need to register on-line.  Bill Winters said the registration process is not very user friendly.  Joyce Sumner said members could contact Lucy Frazier to assist with registration.  Joyce said she has a Captain’s meeting coming up and she will mention registration issues and the numerous emails we receive after registering at that meeting.  She reminded members that OSCPM will match up to $75 for up to 10 members who volunteer to walk. 
Paula Printup-Porter asked if we ever purchased a stand-up display for use during conferences and other activities.  Mary Brewington stated we have not.  She said the one we used at last year’s graduation was from Lisa Fortier’s office.  Mary and Joyce will look into securing one.   
Standard Operating Procedures Committee:  Susan Bohl was not present and did not send a report.    
2010 AACPM Conference Committee:  Debbie Smith stated this committee is still confirming the speakers.  She said she submitted a budget to AACPM.  She said the Marketing and PR Committee members have been busy working on art work, save the date flyers, program, legal issues and our registration page on our web site.  She said they plan to have the registration process ready by April 22.  She said the Exhibitor and Sponsorship Committee will meet today after our meeting to discuss vendor tables and possible corporate sponsors.  Annette Meyers reported that the Entertainment Committee is working with airlines and rental car agencies.  She said they hope to get some Indian dancers to start off the conference on Tuesday and have a dance with a DJ on Tuesday evening.  She said they plan to offer ideas for entertainment on the other evenings to include our National Memorial, Remington Park and Bricktown.  
Jeff Wallace asked if members will need to pay the conference registration fee if they will be busy doing committee duties during the conference.  Debbie Smith said she would check into this.
New Business/Other Business and Announcements:

Barbara Taft stated a lady with Mid America College contacted her and wanted information about OSCPM membership.  Debbie Smith stated she could be an Associate member.  Debbie Smith and Paula Printup-Porter stated they will set up a meeting with her.  Debbie said we would need to change our State bylaws if we wanted to include corporate entities into our membership.  She said AACPM has recently modified their membership criteria.

Sherry Ehrhart announced that HRMD is offering a course on Mediation at Rose State on May 19-20 if anyone is interested.

Annette Meyers said she attended the CPM Orientation to seek new members.  She said approximately 30 candidates were in attendance.
