Call to Order:

President Printup-Porter called the 2010 Board meeting to order at 11:35 a.m. The meeting was held at the Italiano’s Restaurant in Oklahoma City.  
Reading and Approval of the Minutes:

The minutes from the March 10, 2010 meeting were reviewed.  Joyce Sumner made a motion to approve the minutes as written, Annette Meyers seconded and the motion passed.

Reading and Approval of the Treasurer Report:

Paula Green presented the OSCPM April 2010 treasurer’s report.  She provided balances for our savings, checking and money market accounts.  Judy Dennis made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, Joyce Sumner seconded and the motion passed. 

Standing Reports:
Angel Tree Project:  Sheree Chamberlain was not in attendance and did not send a report.
Awards:  David Brown was not in attendance and he did not send a report. 

CPM Program Liaison:  Lisa Fortier stated she did not have anything new to report.

Elections Committee:  Annette Meyers said her committee did not have anything to report.
Finance:  Anetta Cooper stated she did not have anything new to report. 
Historian:  Billy Trask was not present and did not send a report.
L3 Series:  Mary Brewington announced that Lisa Fortier will present our second 2010 L3 following our meeting next month.  

Membership:  Rachel Herbert was not present and did not send a report.
Membership Outreach:  Mary Brewington apologized to Stella Church for not getting her sympathy card in the mail earlier for the passing of her mother.   Susan Bohl stated that Carrie Rohr has been diagnosed with breast cancer.  The committee will send a card now and flowers when the surgery has been scheduled.  The committee submitted a budget of $140.  Susan Bohl made a motion to approve the Membership Outreach budget and Joyce Sumner seconded.  The motion passed.  Stella thanked the members for all of the cards she received.   
Program Committee:  Dru Bradford stated she has been researching prices for our Awards Banquet and Dance at the Renaissance Hotel.  She asked for volunteers to assist her on this committee.  She stated she will need help with the OSCPM Graduation ceremony on September 11, and the Awards Dinner and Dance on December 10.  Stella Church stated if she planned to use the same DJ we used last year that she would need to contact him now.   
Public Relations:  Sherry Ehrhart announced that our MS Walk at the zoo will be May 1.  Joyce Sumner stated more detailed MS Walk information will be sent to members later and that registration is still open and will be open up to and including the day of the Walk.  Joyce said our theme this year is “Pirates of the Caribbean”.  Sherry stated one of our members, Sharon Wheeler is helping with the MS Walk in Ardmore so if anyone wanted to assist with that, they need to contact her.  
Sherry stated she has been working on advertising and promoting of our National Conference in October.  She attached some old fashioned candy to a print of our Oklahoma Land Run and placed this in 200 conference bags for the recent OK Public Human Relations Association Conference and she placed 295 of these in the recent Workforce OK Conference bags.  She said she is working with DHS Printing to see if they will be able to assist with printing our material.  Joyce Sumner volunteered to get our promotional items printed.  Sherry said she is meeting with the Marketing Committee next Tuesday.  She asked if members had any marketing suggestions to call or email her.
Silent Auction:  Stella stated she has filled approximately 15 baskets so far.  She said she still needs items for a “cat” themed basket and “OU” and “OSU” themed baskets.  She stated we will gather items for “golf” and “fishing” themed baskets later.  She also needs several large baskets.  Kayla Jackson will check with Hobby Lobby to request basket donations.  Debbie Smith thinks we will be able to have our Silent Auction running for two days.  She is still checking on the security issue.  
 
Standard Operating Procedures Committee:  Susan Bohl stated her committee did not have anything new to report.    

Publications Committee:  Paula Printup-Porter and Joyce Sumner met with Chuck Wilson and his wife Toni regarding our website updates.   She said Toni has been an OSCPM member in the past.  Joyce sent our CPM officers some of the updates that have been made so far.  Susan Bohl and Annette Meyers have looked at the updates and they thought they were really good.  Joyce stated we can administer the site ourselves and make changes as needed.  She also said they are including a “members only” button.  Members will need to decide what information should be included in this member only section as well as information for our overall web site.   Some suggestions for inclusion were: OSCPM Officer forms, our bylaws, history, annual report (without the financial information), and a picture gallery.    
2010 AACPM Conference Committee:  Debbie Smith stated there is a lot of committee work happening and our speakers are all lined up.  She stated they are working with OU to set up our on-line registration and registration should be ready by April 22.  She said they received assistance from the AACPM Treasurer with the hotel’s liability insurance. Debbie thanked Joyce Smith for getting the Texas CPM membership list of almost 900 members.  They will be sent our Conference “save the date” cards.   Debbie said the Vendor Committee is still working on donations.  She said they had 500 AACPM pens donated and the Arkansas CPM is giving us 500 notepads with our logo on them.  We will send a thank you note to their chapter president after we receive them.  Debbie said the Logistics, Hospitality and PR/Marketing Committees are also continuing their conference preparation work.
